	Set up room
Take a copy of ‘The Week’ magazine from the pile on my desk. Have a flick through and try to imagine what Abraham might think about modern society.

Take a copy of ‘Jewish Belief and Practice’ from my desk and turn to page 37.

Read through the Ten Commandments and the surrounding text to make sure that you fully understand what each rule means.
	
Think about why God gave them to humans and what the society must have been like before and after them. 
Think about how these rules have made people more and less free. Which freedom is better?

What does this statement mean? 
What is freedom and is it important?
How do these commandments give freedom? 
	
Think about a scenario where murder actually increases freedom. Is the freedom of some people more important than the freedom of others? Is it freedom from something or freedom to do something that is most important?

Homework
The year is 2008 and you have grown up in a world where the Commandments have never been followed. You wake up one morning and God has given a list of these rules to someone. The story is all over the newspapers and magazines and everyone is discussing whether society will be better or worse if we start to follow them. 

You are a journalist and your editor has said she wants an article explaining each and reviewing some of these commandments. She says that you must focus on the idea of freedom, discussing how society without rules gives people freedom but also how rules can give freedom (IAR question 3). She gives you the example of the laws about freedom of speech – the right to voice opinions without interference (unless they encourage others to be violent or are racist).This is a rule that gives people freedom.  Are there different types of freedom? Can you think of any more examples?
