2. Explain why the person/ organisation do this work. What is it about being a Christian that motivates the person to do this work?

3. What do you think of the person/ organisation you have studied? What can we learn from them?

Project instructions

Project due in week 24

Over the next four weeks for your homework you should produce a project on either a Christian person who dedicated their life to others or on an organisation which works for others. 
Some of the best projects in the past have been those that 
(i) focus upon a person or organisation that no one else has thought about 
(ii) the pupil may be able to get some special access to (by knowing the person/ getting an interview/ writing to the organisation and including their response)

The project MUST be at least 4 pages long if completed on the computer and must include a bibliography (a list of books, internet sites used, CD ROMSs investigated, people interviewed). Do not type in anything above font 12 for the paragraphs. 

You MUST use your own words. Anything you borrow must be very short (a quote from a person) and must be attributed to the source

You can use pictures/ graphs wherever relevant. Make sure you explain them though. 

Some suggestions of people to investigate:

Mother Teresa/ Jackie Pullinger/ your local minister/ priest/ Nicky Cruz/ a saint/ St. Teresa of Avila (a stigmatic)/ Padre Pio/ Christian Aid/ Cafod/ Tear Fund/ a local organisation e.g. Bar N Bus

Concerning the questions
1. Summarise the key areas of work your person/ organisation does for others. 







(8 marks)
BIG TIP: Do not use lots of facts and figures. The ultimate test is that of interest – If you are not sure whether to include something or not ask yourself “If I stopped someone on the street and told them this would they (a) thank me for expanding their horizons or (b) start to dribble?” If the answer is (b) please do not include it. Every year someone gives me 4 pages of statistics and spends 3 lunchtimes copying it out before repeating their project. 
2. Explain why the person/ organisation do this work. What is it about being a Christian that motivates the person to do this work? 

(7 marks)
The best projects make reference to Christian principles/ teachings/ Bible quotes. This will require some research but will be well worth it. Do not neglect the RE dept teachers as a resource and people you know at home and school. Older brothers and sisters are an excellent source of quotations. 

3. What do you think of the person/ organisation you have studied? What can we learn from them? 





(5 marks)
The last section of your project MUST be an evaluation of the person or organisation. In this you must explain why they do the work that they do. You must also explain what you can learn from this person/ organisation. This is where you can discuss how they might influence you. What can you learn about life/ relationships/ morals etc?
