



Sikh Worship
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The word Gurdwara means ‘D___r T___ T__e G___u’. Most Gurdwaras were built especially to be Sikh worship places but some are converted houses whilst some are even old church buildings.

Outside every Gurdwara is the N_____n S_____b which is the Sikh flag (orange). The symbol on this flag is the K______a. 
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When you first enter the Gurdwara you must first take off your S____s and cover your H____d. This is done as a sign of R______t. You must not take into the Gurdwara any T_____o or A______l. Inside the worship hall there are no S____s, the congregation sit cross-legged on the floor. On the walls you may find pictures of the ten G_____s, but no pictures of God.
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The focus of attention is the G____u G____th S_____b which sits on a raised platform called a T____ht. When it is not being read it is covered by beautiful material and rests on a small cushion or stool (M____i). The Guru Granth Sahib is treated with much respect. 




When a Sikh enters the hall the first thing they do is approach the G____u G____th S_____b, bow down with their face touching the floor and place an O______g of M_____y or F_____d in front of it. 

A service in the Gurdwara can last for anything from one to five hours and there is no set day for W_______p. S______g and M____c play an important part of Sikh worship. 
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After the service people may go through to the L_____r for a meal. All visitors to the Gurdwara can eat langar and it is usually V_______n. It is bad manners if visitors refuse the food and drink offered. An important part of Sikh teaching and practice is serving others (S____a). 
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The most famous place of worship is the G______n T_____e at Amritsar in Punjab. Hymns from the Guru Granth Sahib are constantly sang.
