Overall

Where you might have gained marks:

· Including the information that was asked for

· Careful making of points in your own words

Where you might have lost marks:

· Copying and pasting any information
· Not addressing the questions carefully or one by one
· Including lots of irrelevant information (that has not been asked for)
· Listing – including lots of factual information that is not your own
Questions

1. Summarise the key areas of work your person/ organisation does for others. 
83 marks)
Where you might have gained marks:

· A thorough explanation of at least three different elements of their work

Where you might have lost marks:

· Simply stating what they do, without explaining (listing)

· Copied and pasted information will not receive full marks
· If some of the information is not in your own words

2. Explain why the person/ organisation does this work. What is it about being a Christian that motivates the person to do this work? 
(7 marks)

Where you might have gained marks:

· Splitting the paragraph into two section and paying equal attention to each
· Using biblical teachings/ teachings of Jesus/ Christian principles to explain what ideas these people are putting into practice
· Showing understanding of Christian ideas
· Looking at what other reasons might have contributed towards this person/ people wanting to help others
Where you might have lost marks:

· Only completing one half of the question (i.e. leaving out explanation of Christian principles)
· Not actually explaining what motivates them

What do you think of the person/ organisation you have studied? What can we learn from them?

Where you might have gained marks:

· Addressing each part of the question separately
· Expressing your ideas carefully and giving reasons
· Including Christian ideas in your explanation
Where you might have lost marks:

· Careless expression/ simply stating emotion (e.g. “their work is good”)

· Only answering half the question

· Not including sufficient points/ ideas
