Lesson plan

Classroom organised into groups of 4. 

· Starter activity: Head & Soul: Christian Trinity

Get some examples from the class of their answers. 

· Quick recap of transcendence and immanence. What is predestination? 

Use example of St. Matthew’s church?

· Holy trinity is also difficult to understand.

· Group task: Memory exercise: one member of group at time goes outside classroom and looks at holy trinity A3 sheet. Remembers as much as possible and relates to remainder of group. Repeat until all members had turn or until acceptable standard attained. 

A3 sheet needed for each group. 

· Hand out double-sided stimulus sheet. Read through trinity symbol side as class. Clarify where necessary. 

(If time: Task: work through hymn/prayer stimulus sheet as class. List on board of what Christians believe about God.)

NOW, what do you understand about the Christian Trinity? Write on reverse of sheet. 

Depending on time.

Otherwise, homework:

“In your own words explain the Christian doctrine of the Trinity. Include:

(a) the characters/roles of each of the three parts

(b) an explanation of how they relate to one another (understanding = 6)

(c) the symbol (picture or written) which best explains this

(d) the reason why you have chosen it (evaluation = 4)
