Hello year 9 and welcome to your wiki page. Your task today is to investigate a man called Aquinas and to bring him up to date a little. You will have been given a number or letter:

 

Numbers 1-5: Your number corresponds to the proof that you will be looking at. The first step is to carefully read the resource you have been lent. Next you need to create a powerpoint slide and copy the proof out onto it. Then you must create a second slide that explains the proof, using an example and including a picture.

 

Letter A: Your job is to copy out the introduction and then to rewrite it on a second PPT slide, improving on what came before. Find a couple of images that support what you have said.

 

Letter B: Your job is to copy out the core activities section and rewrite it on a second slide, thinking very carefully about what answers you might expect.

 

Extension activity: You must create two powerpoint slides. The first will contain a copy of the extension activities and the second a rewritten version. Suggest answers on a third slide.

 

Ten-fifteen minutes before the end of the lesson, log onto the SHSB RE site and upload what you have created, including in thedocument name the section you were looking at but NOT your name.

 

Your homework this week has two sections

(i) Log on to the shsb site and bring together the resources you created during the lesson to build a complete PPT with an introduction, explanation of proofs and some questions that require the reader to examine Aquinas' thought and their own. You need to look at Aquinas' 5 proofs of God and evaluate them. This means that you will need to offer arguments in support and criticisms of his ideas. Edit the file carefully and save it to your documents. Bring a printed copy to next lesson.
